Vietnam:
an aid e� ectiveness forum to 
meet new needs

on the new, national Aid 
E� ectiveness Forum.

Vietnam has reached lower Middle Income status-and 
continues to grow. We’ve worked hard to make aid 
e� ective since 2004 through the partnership group 
on aid e� ectiveness (PGAE). Yet broadening the 
participation of all development actors and enhancing 
our e� orts to make aid more e� ective meant the PGAE 
needed an upgrade. Consequently the Government 
of Viet Nam (GoV) with our development partners 
launched the new Aid E� ectiveness Forum (AEF) in 
June 2010.

Aims of the AEF:

• Making aid better serve development goals through 
the new ODA Strategic Framework 

• Enhancing aid e� ectiveness through Partnership 
Groups

• Integrating cross-cutting issues to ensure sustainable 
development

The AEF forms one part of the processes of the 
Consultative Group (CG) Meeting for Viet Nam, 
covering aid partnership and aid e� ectiveness. As such 
AEF supports the following:

• Dialogue on aid use challenges, opportunities and 
broader � nancing for development.

• Identifying bottlenecks and opportunities regarding 
aid policy implementation and aid partnership 
enhancement.

• Identifying speci� c needs and interests relating to 
di� erent aid partnerships through dialogue with GoV 
ministries, agencies, provinces, Sectoral Partnership 
Groups (SPGs), International Support Groups (ISGs) 
and other stakeholders

• Discussing potential opportunities to further Viet 
Nam’s visibility and voice in regional and global 
initiatives on aid e� ectiveness, especially toward to 
the Fourth High Level Forum.

How it works

The AEF is co-chaired at a senior level from the 
Government of Viet Nam (Ministry of Planning and 
Investment-MPI) and one head of donor agency. It 
meets biannually ahead of the CG.

It includes members of the ODA Inter-ministerial 
Task Force (IMTF); representatives from ODA State 
management agencies, line ministries and provinces, 
from the National Assembly, Vietnamese organizations 
and professional associations and from development 
partners, including civil society.
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AEF Executive Committee (AEF EXCOM)

The Aid E� ectiveness Forum Executive Committee 
(AEF EXCOM) is con� gured to ensure that all AEF 
constituencies can feed in views to set the AEF 
agenda and annual work plan. It includes one Sector 
Partnership Group, one civil society organization 
and one National Assembly member. They assist the 
EXCOM in determining an agenda and Secretariat work 
programme ahead of AEFs. The AEF EXCOM meets on 
a bi-monthly basis and is served by the AEF Secretariat. 
The Secretariat enjoys access to a limited amount of 
donor � nance for undertaking strategic technical work 
as requested by AEF constituencies and as required in 
preparation for AEF meetings.

Progress - one year in

After almost a year the AEF proved itself as the right 
tool for the job. The two successful AEF events in June 
and December, 2010 prior the Mid-term and Annual 
Consultative Group (CG) Meetings are remarkable 
achievements and are typical examples on how 
aid e� ectiveness can be linked closely to the wider 
development agenda.

Strengthening Development 
Coordination in the Paci� c 
Region

Paci� c Islands Forum Secretariat

At their annual summit in August 2009 in Cairns, 
Australia, Pacific Island Forum Leaders gathered 
amidst plummeting world economies, looming 
climate change threats and fears of dwindling natural 
resources. The outlook was bleak and renewed impetus 
was needed.

The buzz words remained ‘good governance’, 
‘sustainability’ and ‘economic growth’ and of course 
the overarching issue of aid e� ectiveness.

The Cairns Compact on Strengthening 
Development Coordination

The Cairns Compact was developed to bring about 
the needed new determination and invigorated 
commitment to boost development.

Leaders sought more effective coordination of 
available development resources from Forum Island 
Countries and all development partners. They focused 
on real MDG progress.

Under the Compact, Leaders also called on 
International Financial Institutions to assist the region 
in responding to the global economic crisis, including 
through supporting better coordination mechanisms.

The Compact includes national implementation 
principles, such as striving for broad-based private-
sector growth and improved governance and service 
delivery; greater investment in infrastructure; strong 
country leadership, mutual accountability and 
responsibility between Forum Island Countries and 
their development partners; the need to draw on 
international best-practice as expressed in the Paris 
Declaration, the Paci� c Principles of Aid E� ectiveness 
and the Accra Agenda for Action and a revitalized 
commitment to achieve MDGs in the Paci� c.

Peer Review - countries take action

Leaders tasked the Paci� c Islands Forum Secretariat 
with producing a range of key deliverables on progress 
under the Cairns Compact.

Secretary General of the Forum Secretariat, Tuiloma 
Neroni Slade, explains that one of the deliverables 
to Forum Leaders is the tracking the E� ectiveness of 
Development E� orts report.

“It is � rstly at the national level that we need to 
focus our attention to strive for tangible results,” says 
Mr Slade. “The aim of the peer review process is to 
promote international best practice in key local sectors, 
promote e� ective budget allocation processes and 
guide support from development partners.”

Nauru was one of the � rst Forum Island Countries to 
volunteer for this exercise.

The results were promising.
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Nauru’s Secretary for Finance at the time, Mr Tim Drown, 
said the peer review process further strengthened 
and reinforced commitment to improving Nauru’s 
planning framework.

“Development assistance is a two-way street. Countries 
like Nauru need donors to work collaboratively, and 
with Forum Island Countries. I am sure the peer review 
process will illuminate as many issues for donors as it 
will for recipient countries.”

Several non-governmental organisations and private 
sector representatives in Nauru also expressed 
appreciation.

The next country to undergo peer review was Kiribati, 
with similar reactions from stakeholders. A team 
consisting of representatives from Papua New Guinea 
and New Zealand’s International Aid and Development 
Agency, NZAID, carried out the exercise late April 2010.

Fostering ownership

Re� ecting their shared interest in getting good 
outcomes from the Cairns Compact, Forum Island 
Countries and key development partners have 
been closely engaged in consultation processes on 
implementing the Compact.

The Asian Development Bank (ADB) has been among 
the development partners involved in these processes. 
The ADB’s Approach to Assisting the Paci� c (2010–
2014) highlights the bank’s support for the Compact, 
stressing that it is important that aid coordination 
mechanisms remain country-driven, pragmatic, and 
results-focused; and utilizes established systems.

“Aid coordination is fundamentally about country 
ownership - it’s about having countries in charge,” says 
ADB Vice President, Mr Lawrence Greenwood.

Looking Ahead 2011

In maintaining the impetus from Forum Leaders, 2011 
for the Paci� c region is already looking full steam ahead 
with key regional meetings planned to steer national 
and regional e� orts in strengthening development 
coordination.

Through the Paci� c Islands Forum Secretariat, a 
regional workshop is being planned in February 
2011 to consider priority actions for governments to 
strengthen development coordination e� orts. It will 
also include consultations on climate change � nancing 
and key themes for the 2011 Paci� c Regional MDGs 
Tracking Report.

The implementation of key deliverables of the Cairns 
Compact is currently underway with Peer Reviews 
con� rmed for Tuvalu, Niue and Vanuatu.

An Indonesian perspective on 
the Paris Declaration Evaluation

How has the Paris Declaration 
Evaluation helped establish evidence on progress 
on AE in Indonesia?

The evaluation results show that the Paris Declaration 
is relevant in the context of Indonesia-in strengthening 
and accelerating Indonesia’s aid management for 
better development results, in a small portion.

We acknowledge that having slightly slow movement 
toward meeting the MDGs, the government and 
development partners should consider putting more 
e� orts in ensuring aid allocation and prioritization 
to strengthen national and regional development 
programmes.

Indonesia is prone to natural and man-made disasters 
that a� ect people’s lives severely. Climate change is 
also a risk.  Together they will pressure the government 
to judge between development activities and 
emergency response. Having limited resources, the 
government will continuously rely on foreign aid 
to response emergency needs. In emergencies, aid 
e� ectiveness may be over looked to respond to victims 
needs. The government and development partners 
must develop and agree on a system applicable for 
emergency situations in advance if both parties carry 
on striving for aid e� ectiveness.
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How will the evidence be used in Indonesia as part 
of taking forward the Jakarta commitments?

Paris Declaration implementation needs co-operative 
e� orts and mutual trust between government and 
development partners. This takes e� orts from all, 
including ensuring adequte sta� .

The Aid for Development E� ectiveness Secretariat 
(A4DES) is a positive action taken by the government 
with support from several development partners. 
However, greater understanding within the 
government and development partners of the 
importance of aid e� ectiveness is needed. Work has 
been done, but increased awareness raising e� orts 
are strongly recommended. This will lead to an 
increase in joint program planning, implementation, 
monitoring and evaluation which will result in better 
coordination, alignment, national ownership and 
donor harmonization.

Looking Towards a Post-Busan 
Framework

As we start to ramp up preparations 
for the Fourth High Level Forum on Aid E� ectiveness 
(HLF-4), and participating partner country colleagues 
� nalize their submissions for the 2011 OECD-DAC Paris 
Declaration Survey, it is time to also turn our thoughts 
to what we would like to see in the post-Busan aid 
e� ectiveness environment.

Since 2005, the Paris Declaration (PD) has served as an 
invaluable framework to focus government attention 
on the aid e� ectiveness agenda. Its combination of 
quantitative targets and qualitative commitments 
de� ned goals for countries and signatories to work 
towards, while making allowances for di� erent country 

contexts. The 2008 Accra Agenda for Action (AAA) 
re� ned these commitments, and re-focused countries’ 
attention on the key issues. Within the region, several 
countries have aligned their local plans with the 
principles of the PD and AAA, and are steadily making 
progress in their commitments.

HLF-4 provides an opportunity for us to look back on 
the last � ve years and critically evaluate how much 
progress we have made on the aid e� ectiveness 
agenda, and where and how we can do better. Are 
there some areas of the PD and AAA that are less 
relevant than others? Should there be additional points 
recognizing di� erent country contexts? Or, should the 
post-Busan framework be driven by the results agenda 
instead?

Some of you shared some very useful ideas with us 
at the Asia-Paci� c OECD-DAC Paris Declaration Survey 
Launch in Siem Reap, Cambodia, in November 2010. 
We would encourage you to continue to do so and 
to email us at cdde@aide� ectiveness.org with your 
thoughts. All the feedback we receive will be fed into 
preparations of the Asia-Paci� c analysis, Asia-Paci� c: 
Letting the Evidence Speak, and discussions with the 
Working Party on Aid E� ectiveness on the post-Busan 
outcome document.

Climate Change Finance and Aid E� ectiveness: A 
country‐led approach to strengthening the design 
of climate change � nancing modalities 19–20 
October 2010

A group of o�  cials from Bangladesh, Cambodia, 
Indonesia, Laos, Nepal, Philippines and Vietnam met 
on 19–20 October, 2010 in Bangkok to discuss the 
challenge of strengthening the quality of current and 
emerging sources of climate change � nance.
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Based on groundbreaking analysis of the current 
climate change � nancing arrangements in � ve of the 
countries, o�  cials spanning climate change, planning 
and � nance and representing government, civil 
society and legislative bodies gave a resounding call 
for the Paris Declaration Principles to be applied to 
the design and implementation for climate change 
� nancing modalities. Participants identi� ed a real risk 
that fundamental country level planning, budgeting 
and implementation capacities may be undermined 
if � nancing mechanisms are established without 
attention to principles of ownership, alignment and 
harmonization.

The Bangladesh delegation has returned home to 
Dhaka and is actively taking forward our own e� orts 
to improve the e� ectiveness of our climate change 
� nancing mechanisms. For example, General Economic 
Division (GED) of Planning Commission of Government 
of Bangladesh has initiated its e� ort to mainstream 
climate change into national planning process. This 
initiative (poverty, environment and climate change 
mainstreaming) will ensure mainstreaming climate 
change into the Perspective Plan and the Sixth Five Year 
Plan and will help the economic cadre professionals 
of di� erent ministries and Planning Commission to 
design more poverty-environment-climate change 
sensitive development projects and programmes. 
Likewise we and others have been taking forward the 
meeting’s outcome document the Bangkok Call for 
Action in international forums, including the Adaptation 
Forum in Bangkok, the UNFCCC COP meeting in 
Cancun, the OECD DAC facilitated meeting on Public 
Financial Management in Delhi and as part of OECD 
DAC meetings on aid e� ectiveness and environment.

A second phase of the initiative is planned for 2011 
and will link with the consultations around the Fourth 
High Level Forum on Aid E� ectiveness. Bangladesh will 
hope to continue to be part of this important process.

Country Procurement Systems: 
strengthen and use

Recognizing the importance of use of country systems 
for better aid e� ectiveness, ADB will coordinate 
a four-country study on reforms in procurement, 
strengthening and use of country procurement 

systems. The study will document procurement reform 
e� orts in Bangladesh, Indonesia, Mongolia, and the 
Philippines. It will be based on the reform e� orts that 
ADB and other donors have supported and highlight 
successful initiatives. The major objective of the study 
will be to identify the impact of such procurement 
reforms and the lessons learned and recommend 
next steps to further strengthen and promote use of 
country procurement systems, as a key input into HLF-4.

Recent CDDE
country-led initiatives

1. Launch of the Paris Declaration Survey 
and Initial HLF-4 Consultation - Siem 
Reap

Asia-Paci� c was among the � rst regions to launch 
the Paris Declaration Survey and a consultation on 
partner countries priorities for HLF-4 CDDE. Almost 
100 government o�  cials, representatives of civil 
society and legislature as well as donor focal points 
from 18 countries attended the event, held in Siem on 
10–11 November. H.E. Keat Chhon, Cambodia’s Deputy 
Prime Minister, opened the event underlining that the 
2011 survey will provide the hard evidence needed 
to “strengthen our aid e� ectiveness commitments 
beyond the lifetime of the Paris Declaration”. Countries 
as diverse as Viet Nam and Timor-Leste called for 
action: “HLF4 must help reach agreement at the 
highest political level so that as countries improve 
their national systems so donors actually use them”. A 
full report is available at http://www.aide� ectiveness.

2. Joint Initiative on Mutual 
Accountability

This country-led collaboration among Cambodia, 
the Lao People’s Democratic Republic and Viet Nam 
focused on accelerating progress in achieving mutual 
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accountability for the management of aid at the 
country level through capacity development and peer-
to-peer learning. Some proposals discussed include 
joint monitoring indicators, national aid e� ectiveness 
secretariats, and aid e� ectiveness dialogue structures 
like consultative groups and round tables. The outcome 
of this work contributed to the international dialogue 
of the Working Party on Aid E� ectiveness (WP-EFF) 
of the Organisation for Economic Co-Operation and 
Development’s Development Assistance Committee 
(OECD-DAC) and the United Nations Development 
Cooperation Forum.

3. Better Data, Better Aid Initiative

Led by Timor-Leste, this initiative aimed to provide 
countries with greater knowledge of the International 
Aid Transparency Initiative (IATI) and how to bene� t 
from it, and how to ensure that national aid 
management information systems (AIMS) actually 
translate into more accountable and e� ective aid. 
It was the � rst such event worldwide that brought 
parliamentarians and civil society representatives 
into the dialogue with government o�  cials, donor 
representatives and commercial providers of AIMS. 
Participants contributed detailed inputs to IATI’s code 
of conduct and standards, called for an Asia-Paci� c 
case study to complement those already completed in 
Africa, and requested that donors give a higher priority 
to reporting to government-owned AIMS.

4. Articulating Voice in Asia-Paci� c 
Initiative

This sought to strengthen Asia-Paci� c participation in 
the international governance of aid. Led by Sri Lanka, it 
supported o�  cials from nine partner countries to learn 
from each other on the implementation of localized 
versions of the Paris Declaration and the Accra Agenda 
for Action. This initiative also established evidence 
on aid policies and action plans in � fteen di� erent 
countries of the region, more than tripling the number 
of countries then included in the global knowledge 
base held at the OECD-DAC. They also offered 
recommendations on national and international 
capacity development to support implementation, 
including opportunities to contribute and bene� t from 
the United Nations Development Cooperation Forum.

5. Building Capacities of Parliaments 
and Parliamentarians to Strengthen 
the Accountability of Aid

The Inter-Parliamentary Union, in collaboration with 
the CDDE, commissioned a practical guidance note 
on how parliaments and parliamentarians can play a 
role in enhancing domestic accountability on matters 
of aid and its role in national development. The � rst 
edition of the guidance note was launched in March 
2010. A wide range of international stakeholders were 
involved in its thorough peer reviewing, reinforcing its 
impact on and contribution to the international level. 
The note was shared with the WP-EFF Cluster A on 
Ownership and Accountability, and presented at the 
Southern African Development Community (SADC) 
Regional Parliamentary Seminar in April 2010.
